What is monospaced font?

Monospaced font is the preferred typeface for printing computer program source code. Pick up any programming textbook and examine a listing of the source code. Compare the type against that used for printing the narrative. A monospaced font is one in which every character takes up the same amount of horizontal space. 

Notice the difference between these two examples:

	Proportional Font

	Notice how each character takes up the same amount of space on the page. So the letters M and I use the same amount of space
	In this example each character takes up an amount of space that is proportional to the width of the character. So M takes up more space than I.
